Tasting Notes

Blonde in colour and brewed using Northdown hops which give a
rich, crisp fruity aroma.

A traditional, deliciously dark and smooth mild.

A well hopped, light golden session bitter with a distinctive, dry
refreshing taste.

An Oatmeal Stout with a twist. A hoppy bitter taste keeps the
sweetness in check and allows for a great dark beer.

With a tiny hint of Elder Flower, this beer has plenty of character and
a lovely bitter finish.

A pale, golden ale hoppy throughout offering a fine aroma. The finish
is dry with a small twist of sweetness at the end.

Brewed with English malts and hops to create a fruity, full bodied pale
beer with a burst of citrus and summer fruit aromas and dry finish.

A complex sweet malt character with blackcurrant and citrus aromas
and a crisp dry bitter finish.

American yeast with Maris Otter malt gives a light colour and full
aroma from the Chinook and Centennial hops and a dry crisp taste.

A hint of initial sweetness adds to the fruitiness of this summer ale
without detracting from its clean flavour and rich hop aroma.

Hophead'’s big brother brewed to a higher strength but retaining the
clean light and quaffable characteristics that Hophead fans love.

A new, gold flavoursome and refreshing bitter. The addition of fresh
hops to the secondary fermentation enhances the aroma.

Brewed with Pilgrim and late additions of Perle hops. Dry hopped
with Perle to give a buttered toast flavour and malty, caramel finish.

A light, hoppy, Summer ale, with a hint of citrus and blackcurrant.

Brewed using caramalt and Belgian Aromatic malt giving a nutty
toffee sweetness, hoppy bitterness and aromas from Amarillo hops.

A good malt balance, brewed with Vienna and three other malts and
hops offering a fruity spice and blackcurrant flavour.

A dry, hoppy traditional bitter with a light bronze colour. Excellent on
its own and particularly good with food

A modern style strong bitter, quite hoppy, with a rich golden colour.

Amber in colour with soft malt, citrus and marmalade flavours.
Brewed with fresh orange peel, East Anglian wheat and barley.

A copper coloured bitter, very balanced with a strong hop character
and fruity aroma. The taste includes malt and a strong hop finish.

A straw coloured bitter with a fresh, hoppy aroma. This, coupled with
an intense bitterness, leads to an excellent long, dry finish.

Tasting Notes

A Pilsner style lager. A crisp, clean palate with a pleasing nose
from Hallertau hops.

A light golden beer. Highly refreshing with amazing hop flavours.

This summer brew uses lager malt and Fuggles hops to produce
a refreshing golden ale that is crisp and fruity.

A premium dark mild. Roast and chocolate malts combine to give
a full bodied, complex character to this rich and robust ale.

Initially dry and bitter yet full flavoured and complex with
marmalade & aniseed notes and a lingering bitterness.

Amber ale, with floral and tangerine aromas, malt, toffee and
biscuit flavours. Brewed using three hops, including Amarillo.

Amber coloured with a full malty flavour, moderate bitterness and
a classic hoppy aroma from the German lager hops.

A dangerously drinkable cloudy wheat beer.

A refreshing, straw coloured ale with crisp malt flavours and a
robust hoppy finish.

A zingy lemony-orange beer with an interesting malt character
stemming from the use of lager and Caragold malts.

Nutty Slack is a dark mild with a sweet gentle nutty taste, dry
roast malt flavours and liquorice notes.

Lager brewed entirely from lager malt and delicately flavoured
with aromatic Saaz hops from the Czech Republic.

Light summer brew brewed with Hallertau Hersbrugger hops
producing a strong light aromatic lager brew.

A beautiful golden, dry bitter with a hint of toffee, which
compliments the citrusy and spicy flavours.

A straw coloured full flavoured beer with a pleasant and
distinctive aroma followed by moderate hop bitterness.

Pale in colour with a hint of grapefruit and lemon in the aroma.
Hop bitterness is balanced by the malt flavour and a dry finish.

A huge hop aroma with a hint of spice in the fruity flavour and a
long finish that completes this classic beer.

Light golden ale with a sweet citrus aroma of candied lemon peel
and tropical fruits. Hoppy with a hint of honey, and a bitter finish.

A traditional dark mild, not too sweet and very popular.

A light coloured beer with a full fruity flavour, made distinctive by
American hops.
