One of the brewery's single varietal 'IPA' series. Well hopped and aromatic.

Extra pale ale, new season American hops give a wonderful hoppy and floral
note

A traditional, deliciously dark and smooth mild.

A premium pale ale brewed using lager malts with a top fermenting ale yeast.
Hops from Europe and America combine to provide a floral taste.

A pale golden ale, deliciously fruity, brewed with Northdown, Goldings & Styrian
Goldings. A citrus aroma with a lingering bitterness and a dry finish.

Lucious tropical fruit flavours and generous hopping make for a memorable
brew

With a tiny hint of Elder Flower, this beer has plenty of character and a lovely
bitter finish.

A pale, golden ale hoppy throughout offering a fine aroma. The finish is dry with
a small twist of sweetness at the end.

Brewed with Caramalt, Maris Otter Pale Ale and Munich malts with Motoeka
and Amarillo hops to offer, passion fruit and citrus aromas.

Contemporary IPA. Smooth, light, sweet malt base. Get ready for the massive
tropical fruit hoppy finish.

Creamy velvety mild with strong malt characters & overall sweetness

A well-hopped, pale and refreshing beer, with delicious aromas of grapefruit
and tropical fruits.

Light straw coloured bitter with fully hoppy aroma and clean crisp bitterness
from Cascade hops.

Imported American yeast with Maris Otter malt produces a light colour and full
aroma from the Chinook and Centennial hops with a dry crisp taste.

A hint of initial sweetness adds to the fruitiness of this summer ale without
detracting from its clean flavour and rich hop aroma.

Soft flavours and gentle hops from a classic mild ale barley malt and Goldings
hops mixed with aged dark beer to add colour and complexity of flavour.

Six different grains offer sweet roasted malt, coffee and burnt caramel aromas
with a dry bitter toffee finish. Lightly hopped with low carbonation.

A full flavoured and refreshing bitter. Brewed using Surrey Hills water, the best
grains and finest hops

White Amarillo is a light and floral American hop with the addition of Goldings
hops to add a little more spice. The result is deliciously fragrant.

A pale beer, with a slight sprinkling of orange citrus notes and a moderately
bitter finish.

Crisp, dry and airy with a fresh, grapefruity taste. Crafted using Hersbrucker
lager hops; and fermented at low temperature with a lager yeast.

A copper coloured bitter, very balanced with a prominent hop character and
fruity aroma. The taste includes malt and a strong hop finish.

Tasting Notes

Dark mild with crystal & chocolate malt tones.

Sussex organic pale ale, flavoured with Sussex grown barley and
Golding and Admiral hops.

Pale brown with a hoppy, and slightly fruity aroma supported by malt
in the taste. A well crafted bittersweet beer with a long dry finish.

Crisp and pale with a refreshing citrus aroma

This popular pale ale is a well balanced, strong and fruity ale
flavoured with North American hops

A pale bitter with good, fresh sweet & hoppy flavour leading to a long,
dry finish.

A golden ale brewed with Maris Otter barley blended with English and
Slovenian Golding hops to give a distinct floral mouth and nose feel.

Classic best bitter with First Gold and Fuggles hops which give a
chestnut colour, intense malt and a satisfying malt finish.

A traditional dark, full bodied mild, overflowing with rich, roasted malt
and balanced with plenty of Goldings and First Gold hops

Golden ale brewed with lots of hops and crystal malt to make a
slightly sweet and crisp pint.

A typical, old-fashioned, dark mild, with a surprisingly fresh bitterness,
which is held right to the end.

Easy drinking light summer ale, pale and refreshing with a zesty hop
finish.

A wheat beer brewed with Pale malt, wheat and Caramalt as well as
Challenger, Cascade and First Gold hops.

A refreshing and thirst-quenching golden premium ale with a palate
that’s full and fruity and lightly hopped with Kent Goldings.

A pale, very hoppy beer brewed using Sorachi hops
A nutty, rich ruby ale, stronger than the average mild.
A straw coloured clear wheat beer with pronounced citrus flavours.

Light, clear and refreshing IPA with an assertive hop bitterness,

A straw coloured full flavoured beer with a pleasant and distinctive
aroma followed by moderate hop bitterness.

Pale in colour with a hint of grapefruit and lemon in the aroma. Hop
bitterness is balanced by the malt flavour and a dry finish.

A huge hop aroma introduces the beer. There is a hint of spice in the
fruity flavour and a long finish that completes this classic beer.

An amber coloured, very well hopped, best bitter with a balanced
bitterness.
